Service Learning for Credit

Monroe Virtual High School diploma students and Monroe Virtual Middle School students are required to complete one-half (0.5) credit of service learning.

The following guidelines apply to Service Learning:

· In order to receive one-half (0.5) credit in Service Learning, High School students have the option to complete sixty hours (60) of community service or fifty hours (50) of community service and a 1 page reflection.  Middle School students must complete forty five (45) hours of community service for credit.

· Service learning must be non-paid, community service.   

· To receive credit for Service Learning, verification must be turned in within six (6) weeks following completion of the total required hours. 

· Students nearing graduation must have their hours turned in and verified before a diploma will be issued.

· Service Learning placements must receive prior approval.  Some examples are helping at the Humane Society, volunteering at a library or nursing home, working at a food pantry, or helping at a blood drive.

· Credit is determined according to evaluation by the person for whom the service was completed. This evaluation must be turned in to receive credit.

Documentation Process:

· Complete a Service Learning Attendance Log sheet for each placement. 

· Submit required documentation with each Service Learning Attendance Log sheet. 

· Submit all documentation via mail to Monroe Virtual School, 801 32nd Avenue, Monroe, WI 53566.

· Complete a minimum of 60 hours or 50 hours plus a reflection (high school students) or 45 hours (middle school students) of approved activities for 0.5 credit.

· Final approval of hours is determined by Virtual School staff.
*This course is graded as Pass/Fail.  No letter grade will be given.*
